The Division of Adolescent Medicine at Joe DiMaggio Children’s Hospital provides specialty services 1
focusing on the care of adolescents and young adults. The primary areas addressed are unique to

this age group and include gynecologic and young women's health, care and medical management
of individuals with eating disorders and care of the young female athlete. Gynecologic services

include evaluation and management of menstrual cycle abnormalities such as irregular periods

and dysfunctional uterine bleeding, polycystic ovary syndrome, amenorrhea, dysmenorrhea and
premenstrual syndrome. Gynecological examination and assessment of pubertal development as well
as family planning services, testing and treatment for sexually transmitted infections are also provided.
Evaluation and medical management of eating disorders, including anorexia nervosa, bulimia nervosa
and binge eating disorders, as well as other categories of feeding and eating disorders, are provided.
The adolescent specialist will commonly work as part of a multidisciplinary team which includes a L
psychiatrist, psychologist and nutritionist who work closely with the primary care provider.

The Marfan clinic provides
specialized care for patients with Marfan syndrome and related connective tissue disorders such as Loeys-Dietz syndrome and
Ehlers-Danlos syndrome. In addition, the 22g multidisciplinary clinic for patients with 22q11.2 deletion syndrome (also known as
DiGeorge/veldocardiofacial syndrome) and 22g11.2 duplication syndrome.

Joe DiMaggio Children’s Hospital Division of Pediatric Physical Medicine and Rehabilitation offers the only dedicated and
distinct pediatric comprehensive medical rehabilitation unit in Broward, Palm Beach and Miami-Dade counties. Our physicians
are also fellowship trained and board certified in pediatric rehabilitation medicine, which means their training and expertise

is focused solely to help infants, children and adolescents reach their optimal function and potential regardless of the origin of
their disabilities or impairments. The Pediatric Rehabilitation physicians lead an inpatient rehabilitation program that is the only
CARF-Accredited program in South Florida.

We evaluate, diagnose and treat pediatric patients who may have suffered a functional disorder related to a developmental,
congenital, genetic or acquired disorder. We perform electrodiagnostic studies including Nerve Conduction studies and

EMG's in infants, children and adolescents. Our physicians are able to work with medical, orthopedic, rheumatological or
neurological conditions that may lead to temporary or permanent disabilities. We address complications such as spasticity
with medications like Botox® and Dysport®, alcohol injections, intrathecal baclofen and selective dorsal rhizotomy. As the
only program in South Florida staffed by board-certified pediatric physical medicine and rehabilitation specialists, we treat
and diagnose conditions including cerebral palsy, traumatic brain injury and concussions, neurological complications from
brain and spine tumors, orthopedic/musculoskeletal conditions like in-toeing and toe-walking, torticollis, cancer rehabilitation,
spina bifida, sports health issues in the young athlete, spinal cord injury, brachial plexus injuries, premature infants, muscular
dystrophy, spinal muscular atrophy and other neuromuscular disorders and postoperative rehabilitation after neurological and
orthopedic surgeries or trauma.
